Role Profile
As a Mechanical Machinist Apprentice you will predominantly be involved in highly skilled, complex and precision work, machining components from specialist materials. You will be required to set up, operate and adjust/edit equipment settings as applicable to the machine tool being used.
What Does The Apprenticeship Involve?
There are a variety of machines that are used to manufacture the components, ranging from manually operated machines such as lathes and milling machines to full CNC machines such as the Tornado (CNC lathe) and the Storm (CNC mill). Many skills can be gained including turning, threading, milling, tapping and boring as well as having the chance to be able to operate a CNC machine.

You will be required to measure and check the components being produced and make adjustments to the equipment/programme to ensure components meet the required specification. You will  pay specific attention to tolerances which range from 0.5mm to as little as 0.02mm as you use many different measuring devices such as: micrometers, vernier callipers, slip gauges and screw thread gauges to measure the components and ensure the accuracy of the work produced.
