As an Engineering Technician Apprentice, you will gain experience in areas such as Design Engineering, Systems Engineering, Quality Control, and Manufacturing Engineering. You will be trained to demonstrate:-

* Safe systems of working
* A technical contribution to either the design, development, quality assurance, quality control, manufacture, installation, commissioning, decommissioning, operation or maintenance of products, equipment, systems, processes or services
* Proven techniques and procedures to solve engineering/manufacturing and quality problems
* Effective interpersonal skills in communicating both technical and non-technical information
* A commitment to continued professional development

Typical areas may include:

Manufacturing Engineering
The role within Manufacturing Engineering at BAE Systems Submarines is based on core industrial engineering and mechanical engineering skills, integrating various facilities and systems in order to produce quality products.  In this area would mean that you would work across a number of disciplines such as Build Line Support, Manufacturing Build Planning, Systems, Jigs and Tools, Governance, Dimensional Management, Continuous Improvement etc.  

Site & Facilities
As a Site & Facilities Apprentice you will work alongside highly skilled personnel who run and maintain the Barrow site and ensure it is operational 24 hours a day, 365 days a year in order to maintain our Nuclear Site Licence. Through on the job learning and higher education you will develop an awareness of business, client and end user needs throughout the project lifecycle. You will learn how Site & Facilities utilise a highly skilled, fully flexible team, ensuring legislative compliance and minimum disruption to enable the shipyard to build submarines safely and efficiently. Working side by side with our Project Managers you will attain project leadership skills, as well as learning how to plan and deliver new buildings and facilities. You will also use CAD tools to design office layouts and plan/implement structural changes across the site, gaining a range of competencies in areas such as Facilities Management, Project Management and Site Engineering.

Non-Destructive Examination (NDE)
The role of a Non Destructive Examination Technician within BAE Systems Submarines is an important part of Quality Control and involves working within the following methods of inspection: Weld inspection, crack detection, ultrasonic inspection, automated ultrasonic inspection and radiography.

Dimensional Control
As a Dimensional Control apprentice, you will be part of a highly skilled team carrying out extensive surveys of both major and minor components using state of the art measurement hardware and software to gather information, analyse, manipulate, predict and set positions to ensure the product conforms to design and quality standards.
Calibration
The Instrumentation Calibration Services (ICS) Department has the responsibility of calibration, maintenance, managed collection, storage and delivery of test and production equipment on the Barrow site. Equipment maintained and calibrated include Electrical, Mechanical, Gas, Dimensional, Temperature, Communication, Fixed Plant and Ionizing Radiation test and measurement equipment.

The core duties of Technicians within the Instrumentation Calibration Services department are wide ranging, they include but are not limited to:
1. Calibration and maintenance of test and measurement equipment in line with programme, and commercial requirements including where UKAS is required
1. Collection, managed storage and delivery of calibrated equipment for internal and external customers
1. Undertaking of the duties of the Calibration Authority in accordance with the overarching business Calibration process
